A European 
plug adaptor is necessary for appliances from home. 

The use of clothing irons, curling tongs, etc. in your cabin is strictly 
forbidden as they may damage the ship’s electrical system. Outlets  
are able to charge items such as phones, tablets and camera batteries.

Air Conditioning and Heating
All suites on board our ships have individual climate control.  

Allergies
If you have a food allergy or another condition that needs to be 
managed on tour, please advise your booking agent as soon as 
possible, as most suppliers require advance notice to accommodate 
this.

On APT Solara and Ostara, three specialist dining venues 
require reservations: The Owner’s Cellar, Annie’s Table and The Grüner 
Bar & Dining. APT pre-book your reservations at these restaurants in 
advance, scheduling bookings to ensure that all guests can experience 
each of the venues at least once. On land, a full buffet breakfast is 
included each day.

You may 
wish to bring something a little dressier for the welcome and farewell 
dinners and any special events such as the visit to Vienna’s City Palace, 
however, there will be no black tie or formal evenings. 

On Seabourn ocean cruises, the dress code during the day is relaxed 
while in the evening it is smart casual.
